frequently with foreign accents, who claim to  
represent Medicare, Social Security or an insurance  
company. The scammer asks the citizen to verify or  
provide their personal banking information, which is  

then used to commit theft. The caller is very  
aggressive, calling over & over, and at all times 
of the day, to wear down the potential victim. 

Remember, the Center for Medicare and Medicaid  
Services and the Social Security Administration will  

not call you to update your information or 
give you a new card.

If someone calls you for your personal information, 
do NOT provide it.

If calls persist, you may wish to speak to your phone  
company about calling features that would enable you  
to be selective in the calls that you accept or receive.
